Many
individuals are unaware of its full meaning, often associating it solely with the overt

act of violence against Jews or Holocaust-related references, without recognizing, for
instance, how some forms of anti-Israel rhetoric or discrimination can be antisemitic.

This misconception can lead to underestimating the problem, even while hateful acts and
expressions targeting Jews and Israelis continue to proliferate worldwide.

Misinformation, along with a lack of understanding of Jewish history, Israeli history, and the
broader Israeli-Palestinian context, further compounds the problem. By providing historical

background, contemporary examples, and tools for practical engagement, this resource list

is designed to deepen understanding of these topics and all their complexity.

The Boundless study emphasizes that small, individual actions can make a significant
difference in combating antisemitism. By engaging with these resources, individuals can
broaden their understanding, recognize the various ways that antisemitism and anti-
Israel biases appear, and learn pragmatic steps to address and combat them. Education
and awareness are powerful tools in the fight against hate, and every small step taken
contributes to a larger movement toward a more informed society.

While Al Jazeera provides extensive coverage on global issues, it’'s important to note that the network is funded by the Qatari
government and often reflects a biased perspective in its reporting. Recently, the Israeli Defense Forces (IDF) accused six Al
Jazeera journalists in Gaza of being members of Hamas and Palestinian Islamic Jihad, alleging they used their media roles to
further the agendas of these groups, raising questions about the objectivity and reliability of the network as a whole. In May
2024, the Israeli government unanimously voted to shut down Al Jazeera’s operations within the country, citing national security
concerns. Israeli authorities accused the network of incitement and alleged links to Hamas. In January 2025, the Palestinian
Authority temporarily suspended Al Jazeera’s broadcasts, accusing the network of disseminating “inciting material” and “stirring
strife.” This suspension followed Al Jazeera’s coverage of clashes between PA security forces and militants in the Jenin refugee
camp. The PA’s decision reflects its dissatisfaction with the network’s reporting, which it perceives as biased.
